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Running the Mustang at Bonneville, Part 1 of 3

As a product of the 60’s, right in the middle
of the muscle car wars between Ametican
automakers, I was only interested in going
fast, a quarter mile at the time. I remember
reading Hot Rod magazines coverage of the
latest factory muscle cars. I remember
Ford’s 64 Faitlane Thunderbolt 427, race
ready big block Super Stock Mopar’s, all
available at your local dealership, for a price.
Right out of High School and prior to being
drafted as a result of Uncle Sam’s party in
Southeast Asia, I joined almost every other
young man of the period by living and
breathing hot rods

Occasionally, Hot Rod magazine would
have an article about Bonneville Salt Flats,
in Utah. I would read with interest these
guys hauling the groceries at Bonneville, like
Craig Breedlove, in 1963 running a little
over 400 and then in 1965 at almost 500
mph. Interesting, but way out of my league.
I could never run at Bonneville, to far, to
costly, and there was no way the average
person could ever participate and compete
on the sacred salt.

Fast forward to 2009. I was lurking a forum
on the internet and heard about the 130
mph club now offered at Bonneville by the
Utah Salt Flats Racing Association (USFRA)
at their annual World of Speed event. I lo-
cated the website and discovered that not
only could I run at Bonneville, but if suc-
cessful, I would be listed on the USFRA
web site as 2 member of the 130 MPH club.
Since 1980, only 233 people had achieved
the 130 mph goal. All I had to do was make
two runs in excess of 130 mph in a one mile
timed course. There were some relatively
simple safety requirements, but basically, I
could run my 1966 Mustang coupe up to,
but not in excess of, 139.99 MPH. Any
faster and I would be required to meet more
stringent safety requirements, such as seat
bracing, an approved fire suit, roll bar etc. I
had to be able to make two 130 MPH runs
at the same event to be listed in the 130
MPH Club. Heck, 130 MPH doesn’t sound
that fast. I may even know of someone that
knew someone that ran that fast on the In-
terstate at some time in the past But why are

there only 233 people listed in the 130 mph
club in 29 years?

My 1966 Mustang has a Ford XB3M crate
engine rated at 345 HP. It has the Ford “E”
roller cam and roller rockers and an Edle-
brock 2X4 intake with two 450 CFM vac-
uum secondary Edlebrock carbs, long tube
Hooker headers, MSD ignition, and a deep
sump oil pan. The engine power is trans-
ferred through a Tremec T-5 5 speed trans-
mission with .63 fifth gear ratio. The 8 inch
rear end is a posi with 3.55 gear set. The catr
has a 4 point roll bar, race seats, Auto Me-
ter gauges and a Heidts coil over front sus-
pension with a Mustang II rack. The car
runs strong and I felt certain the car would
run 130 mph on pavement. I did not know
if it would run 130mph in a measured mile.

I decided to go to Utah for the World of
Speed event Sept 16-19, 2009. I purchased
a car dolly, prepared it for a 4000 mile trip
with new tires, and wheel bearings. I pre-
pared the Mustang by purchasing new “H”
rated tires, metal valve stems, new cheapo
steel wheels for the narrow tites, and a 5 1b
fire extinguisher. I had to install a drive
shaft loop just aft of the transmission to
catch the driveshaft in case of U-joint fail-
ure. The tires and Torque Thrust II wheels
currently installed on the Mustang easily
met the speed ratings for competing at
Bonneville, but the 11 inch wide rear tires
did not fall within the 130 MPH rule re-
quirements (10 inch maximum) and my
discussions with a USFRA official con-
vinced me that running over 130 mph, on
the salt, with WIDE tires, is NOT a good
idea. Boy, am I glad I listened to him!

I picked up my oldest son Jason in Okla-
homa City on the trip west, to help with the
driving. We continued west to Gallup New
Mexico. The trip north out of Gallup was
on US 491, formally Utah Hwy 666, known
as the Devils Highway. The two-lane black-
top road has a history, but offers beautiful
scenery and some hard uphill curvy roads
with lots of road work that slowed us down
considerably going through some of the
small towns. Its 2000 miles, give or take, a

LONG drive. The best thing about the
drive was that in New Mexico and
Utah, the Interstate speed limit is 80
mph, so we could run 85. The car dolly
worked great. We even ran up to 90-95
mph passing some slower drivers dur-
ing our rush to make it to Wendover,
Utah! It was great. The car dolly pulled
perfectly, as if the car was not even
behind the truck. We headed north out
of Gallup to Salt Lake City, then west
to Wendover, Utah, located on the
Nevada border.

After our arrival in Wendover, on Sun-
day evening Sept 13th, we checked in at
the Rainbow Casino and relaxed. That
evening we ran into the Aussies in the
Casino parking lot. They brought 2
Austin Healey’s from Australia to run
at Bonneville. The cars are exact repli-
cas of Austin Healey cars that ran at
Bonneville in 1954. One of the original
cars ran 194 mph in 1954, with a su-
percharged 4 cylinder. The car had a
custom built aerodynamic aluminum
body that was a matvel of metal form-
ing talent. Visit the “Healeys return to
Bonneville” website for a look at these
beautiful cars. The entire town of
Wendover was full of Bonneville race
cars in every hotel parking lot. The
Rainbow parking lot was huge. We
looked at every kind of Bonneville
racer that first evening from motorcy-
cles to competition coupes to stream-
linets.

The event was scheduled to begin on
Wednesday the 16, but the heavy
rains postponed the actual running
until Thursday the 17t%. Because of the
delay they allowed the competitors to
go through tech inspection on
Wednesday. The line for tech seemed a
hundred miles long even though we
were there early in the morning. Each
car had to be inspected by two USFRA
inspectors and they didn’t miss any-
thing identified on the 130 mph club
checklist.
