As all restoration time lines go, our 1 year 
restoration plan became 2 years. Neverthe-
less, we learned many things together and 
had a great time doing so. The restoration 
was a complete interior and exterior resto-
ration. The only thing we did not do was 
shoot the paint. I was lucky enough to 
have a friend help me. We were finished in 
time for my son to drive the car to school 
his senior year, and he would occasionally 
let my daughter ride.  He never put a 
scratch on it which is more than my wife 
can say after she backed into it one day, but 
that is a whole other story. 
 

Taking after his father, my son met his fian-
c®e while driving the coupe. They were 
both at a high school prom when she saw 
the car and fell in love. Leaving their dates, 
they drove off in the night and falling more 
in love with the car she fell in love with my 
son. Seven years later I am going to be a 
father- in-law. 
 
After my son left for college, I was able to 
òMan Upó the little 6 cylinder. I always 
wanted a V8 engine in the car and this was 
my chance. We changed out the 6 cylinder 
suspension, transmission and engine to a 5 
bolt suspension, 5 speed transmission, 302 
mildly modified engine. òGottaó love that 
horsepower and a V8 rumble. 
 

My daughter has always expressed her in-
terest in the mustang and even helped some 
on the restoration. She has never been keen 
on driving cars with manual steering and 
stick shift though she has tried to learn. I 
approached her one day about her own 
classic mustang and her eyes lit up like the 
4th of July. With my daughter in mind for 

this car I knew it had to be a converti-
ble as she too confirmed that idea. We 
looked at several cars over the years, 
came close to buying a few, but some-
thing kept holding us back. In March 
of 2009, we found it. A really nice 1968 
convertible, with power steering, 
brakes, top, automatic transmission 
with air conditioning, that matched the 
same exterior and interior colors as our 
coupe. The matching details sealed the 
deal. 
 

Days after getting the car, my daughter 
drove it to the Crooked Creek Car Fest 
in Pelahatchie, MS and won the 
Mayorõs Choice trophy. She was so 
excited and almost shocked. This show 
was her first one and there she got her 
first trophy.  Needless to say she could 
not wait to rub it in to her brother that 
she won at her first car show at the 
same show his car was in. 
 

We now refer to the cars as Brother 
and Sister.  Brother is good for a Satur-
day hotrod ride, and Sister is great for a 
Sunday cruise. With both my kids off 
at college I often like to call them when 
I am taking out the cars to tease them a 
bit. Other than the fact they have two 
parents that love to see them, they also 
have the cars to give them a reason to 
come home.  

In 1973, I purchased a 1968 Mustang coupe 
as a junior in high school and little did I 
know the joy that would come out of it to-
day. It was only a 6 cylinder, 3 speed, plain 
Jane coupe, but it was mine. It does not 
seem like that was 36 years ago. I was only 
able to put $400 down on the car and my 
dad gave me the rest of the money. How-
ever, he made me sign a promissory note to 
him that I would pay him back. I still have 
that promissory note and yes, it is marked 
paid in full. 

 
The coupe has seen some pretty amazing 
things and survived my high school years 
without a scratch. It was my date car 
throughout college and I managed to keep 
my girlfriend, even without air conditioning, 
and that same beautiful woman is now my 
wife. Out of college and in the real world, I 
drove it back and forth to work. One day I 
decided to buy a ford pickup truck. It was 
hard putting the coupe to rest, but I knew I 
had better plans for it one day. 
 

In 1984, my son was born. The first thing I 
told him as a baby was that he could have 
the mustang. Needless to say, I see now that 
I should have ended that statement with 
òwhen I am dead and buried.ó My wife likes 
to remind him of that occasionally. 4 years 
later, little did I know that my new baby girl 
would wrap me around her little finger so 
tight that the car would get pushed to dead 
last on the priority list. 
 
For many years the car sat under a car cover 
with many offers to buy it. But, when I told 
my son he could have the car I meant it. I 
also still had in my head that one day we 
would restore it together. So when my son 
turn 15 I decided I would teach him all I 
could and restore the car back to a daily 
diver that he could drive to school.
